No. of windows within the structure, concern for intrusion on neighbouring properties. Height of building above original footprint. Parishioners were also concerned with the CCTV cameras & what type of camera, can their gardens/house be viewed.

	The height (5m), length (10m) and position of the shelter would give a visual profile that would be out of keeping and uncharacteristic of the surrounding landscaped when viewed from publicly accessible vantage points. There are other outbuildings on the land that could be utilised. It may be beneficial to retain all the buildings in one area to have a less detrimental effect on the landscape. Mr Humphreys/
Mann have expressed their observations to the Parish Council and the Council supports the observations they have made. Should the SSDC considering approving this application, then turning the shelter side on should be considered

A Meeting with the other Parish Council representatives – 1st April 2009 (17:00-18:20)

I left before the end of the Joint Area South meeting to join the Area Parish representatives to have a meeting with the Chief Executive, Philip Dolan, and the leader of SSDC, Tim Carroll.

The object was to see how the appointments were working between the parishes and the joint area meetings.  It was interesting to hear the different experiences and I found it useful to be able to make my position clear, as I have know wish to be an unelected district or county councilor.  Another matter was the regulation preventing the parish representatives being unable to participate in a planning application discussion in one’s own parish.  This presented a problem when recently the application for the East of Lyde Road Key Site was on the agenda.  The other areas are different from South Area in that it covers Yeovil and surrounding villages.  
We agreed we would meet twice yearly, the next meeting already arranged in October.  Before that there are the County Council elections on 4th June, so the composition of the meetings could change.

Yeovil Crematorium and Cemetery Committee Meeting – 15th April 2009

Attended by Alf Hill and myself.  As usual most of the discussion was about the financing of projects, some not originally in the budgets.  At the Crematorium some work is completed.  The automatic doors to the waiting room has proved complicated to design.  This resolved, the doors are ordered and should soon be installed.

The design for the ramp entrance to the Cemetery Lodge was presented but only an estimated cost.  The estimate for the correction of the bowing boundary wall was far too high.  It is complicated by the fact that wall runs along a neighbouring property in Preston Road, with costs and legal implications.  The committee has agreed an alternative method, as employed nearby on the Summerlands’ wall. This should prove less expensive and equally effective. The risk assessment of the safety of the headstones continues to be satisfactory and in the July “walkabout” meeting we shall look at these.  We were given an explanation of the alternative options available for the disposal of cremated remains.  The next meeting will be the AGM on 15th July.
