b.   Scrutiny group checked and confirmed balances. The above payments were approved and cheques signed by Parish Councillors
c.    Signature of Annual Accounts and Annual Return and Internal Auditor comments.  The Internal Auditor comments were reviewed and advice concerning fidelity guarantee and other insurance comments were considered under the following item, insurance renewal.  It was RESOLVED to approve and sign the statement of Accounts for 2009/2010 and the Annual Return for 2009/2010.
d.
Insurance renewal 1st June 2010– Premium 1,851.08, (1st June 2009 – Premium £1,851.08) New Premium £2,204.95. The renewal of the policy was discussed and the internal auditors comments taken into account. It was RESOLVED to decrease the fidelity guarantee from £140,000 to £120,000, reduce the number of bus shelters to 7, remove the strimmer from the policy.  The Clerk should obtain new quotes and a decision to be made in conjunction with The Chairman, Vice Chairman.

Maturing Co-operative Bond, valued at £36,374.35 it was RESOLVED no action would be taken, enabling the bond to automatically reinvest over an identical term at the interest rate applicable on the date of maturity.  The bond would be reinvested for a 6 months period.

526    REPORTS
Yeovil Crematorium and Cemetery Committee

Attended by Alf Hill and myself.  Prior to the commencement of the meeting there was a farewell presentation to Bryan George, a long serving member of the Cemetery staff.  As usual much of the meeting was taken up with discussing finance.  All the works at the Cemetery are completed except the disable access ramp to the lodge.  This being a listed building, planning permission is being sought from district Council.
At the Crematorium urgent repairs of the lining of one of the cremators is completed.  In June the re-lining of the first cremator will be undertaken, lasting 2½ weeks.  This has required some re-adjustment of the ten year capital plan.  Other hoped for works will have to wait until they can be financially justified.  Again we considered the possible cost of enlarging the Crematorium Chapel against the percentage of very large attendances.  Lately these have increased, but may well be because St Johns Church is closed for repairs (often memorial services are held there).

The changed period times of Crematorial services were agreed to be permanent after responses from funeral directors and clergy, the reminder is the maximum time for services is 25 minutes, to allow the extra time to benefit the clergy and public’s arrival and departure. 
Highways have sent a record of seven days vehicle count in the area of the Crematorium following the Committees request in support of Brympton Parish Councils efforts for the last 10 years.  Two replies from Highways express the difficulty of installing a crossing between two roundabouts, plus the future new arrangements at the Bunford roundabout, and the lack of funding. 
At the end of the meeting there were confidential items which were happily agreed.

Yeovil Sports Zone Site options re-appraisal stake-holders workshop – 22nd April 2010
It is difficult to write a report on this evening meeting. Attended by parish council representatives ( mostly chairman) from East and West Coker, Odcombe, Brympton and Yeovil Without, Yeovil town and Area South Councillors, and a large body of sports interested groups’ representatives.  In total over 50 people divided into relevant groups (5).  

We were given a list of site assessment criteria and asked to individually name six from 19 items second task for each group, to reduce these to three.  Maps of the Yeovil area were already on the tables and we were asked to locate suitable sites by colored sports, in a priority of one to three choices.  Despite constant questioning there were no answers to the following:- was it for Yeovil or the District – probably because of Yeovil’s large population was the greatest need; could be more than one site funding.  For the parish council group this meeting was frustration as much of the criteria depends on the sites and possible access.  The marked maps were collected to be analysed.  We were told there will be a public exhibition in consultation over a weekend in July
