It was further RESOLVED to grant £1,000 to the South Somerset Citizens Advice Bureau, payment of this grant being made under Section 142 of LGA 1972. 
The total agreed grant payments under Section 137 & 142 made at January Parish Council Meeting is £6,600. Total agreed grants to-date to be paid under Section 137 £10,025.  Total precepted 2009/2010 £4,000 & earmarked reserved £10,000 – It was RESOLVED that grants paid were higher than budgeted, however the benefit is commensurate with the spend and provides a benefit to community.
