REPORTS:
Birchfield Play Area Project – 11th May 09 – 14:00–16:30
The SSDC councilor who covers this area opened the meeting and explained that Stephen Barnes (Play & Youth facilities Officer) was now moving on to the  next SSDC project for upgrading (Birchfield) after the upgrade near Lysander Road. Town Council had spent £80,000, therefore could not give monies to add to the £49,000 earmarked by SSDC.  Therefore the committee would have to ask other bodies to look for funding to help boost the fund.  Mr S Barnes outlined the project plan for the play area copies held with the Clerk, Chair & Vice Chair. (passed to Mr Wilding)
Problems: Funding – What locals to consult – Age of children up to 11-14years – Site on land fill – What can you get for £49,000 with professional/construction and inflation cost taken out – Johnson Park cost YWPC £32,000, Birchfield over ten times the size. – No need for people from key site to use as they will have play areas 106 agreements. HMG has given £60,000,000 for sites so SSDC has to act quickly – Our equipment request for older children would require separate funding. 
Next meeting will be on how to consult with residents (area) and young people.
