Allotment Field Rental Agreement – Prior to leaving the room Mr Lock informed the Councillors that it was usual to have a 3 year term agreement to gain benefit from feeding the grass, he then left the room at 8:10pm The Councillors discussed the rental of the allotment field, the Clerk informed the Councillors that Greenslade Taylor Hunt had recommended no increase on the current rent and it was in line with current market value.  It was RESOLVED to increase the term of agreement to 3 years and make all necessary arrangements with Mrs. Lock via Greenslade Taylor Hunt for commencement of the agreement from 1st April 2010. Mr Lock returned to the meeting at 8:15pm.

494   REPORTS: 
Yeovil Crematorium & Cemetery Committee Meeting 20th January 2010

Attended by Alf Hill and myself, this was a longer meeting than usual the capital programmes for the Crematorium and Cemetery and also the budget estimates were considered.  The Capital programmes are laid out as 10 year plans.  Sometimes these have to be re-adjusted as unexpected work arises or become more urgent or expensive.  Alf and I look carefully at these pages of figures beforehand, and after find items we do not understand and seek explanations.  Obviously some items costs will increase. 
The final Cemetery deficit this parish for 2010-11 is £22,926.86 which is added to our precept for the coming financial year.  This is required from our parish in two half yearly payments.

Increased fees for both services were approved for 2010-11 £363 at the Cemetery and £480 at the Crematorium.  In both cases these are below others in the area.  

Together with Brympton Parish Council the Committee have urged for a pedestrian crossing near the Crematorium.  Highways now promise to install a vehicle movement counter in February.  After this there were five confidential matters to be considered so we finished at 2040.  Next meeting – 14th April 2010.

Abbey Community Association Meeting 10th February 2010

A small attendance in the absence of the Chairman, the meeting was chaired by Mrs Audrey Bartlett.  Much of the time was taken up with discussions about increasing the hourly hiring charges.  Finally it was proposed a 50 pence increase across the board giving groups until the next meeting to consider this.  Sadly the Treasurer has given notice she cannot continue, so local advertising must begin.  
The Treasurer has prepared a cashflow forecast – to the end of April based on previous income and expenditure, showing a small profit, and obvious need for fundraising.  

Planning permission is still awaited to move the air-conditioning units to under the ramp, and the Committee agreed the estimated expenditure.  Much of the agenda had to be postponed until next month’s meeting – 10th March.
