b.   Scrutiny group checked and confirmed balances. The above payments were approved and cheques signed by Parish Councillors The Chairman commented on the Crematorium fund allocation, this fund is rent received and is not a reserve fund to pay for a new cremator, Yeovil Without’s the money for this is held by the Crematorium. It was RESOLVED the Clerk would detail this money within general reserves in future.

c.   Fiveways Hydrotherapy Pool signing of final grant  cheque, as recorded in minute 203d (June 08) a second and final payment of £10,000 would be paid in the financial year 09/10, this payment is paid under LGA section 137. The Pool will provide a benefit to the community for Mothers and Toddlers with an estimated usage of 80 -90 per week.  The 7 pupils that reside within Yeovil Without will now have a pool that is warm and fit for purpose.  Other grants received from similar bodies are as follows: - Mayor’s Charity - £9,000, South Somerset District Council - £8,271, Parochial Church Council of Odcombe - £667.  It was RESOLVED to sign the previously pledged cheque and to endorse the benefits this will bring the community and Fiveways School.
d.   Arnold Baker Local Council Administration, Eighth Edition – The Chairman asked Councillors to consider the purchase of Arnold Baker’s Eighth Edition at a reduced cost of £53.60 plus P & P this is a saving of 20%. It was RESOLVED to purchase the new edition at the reduced cost.

Councillors Interest forms – The Clerk reminded Councillors that interest forms need to be kept up-to-date, the Councillors discussed this and it was established that people were unsure of what needed to be declared.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk would obtain further clarification on this and report back to Council.

Mrs. Hallet – Ash Tree on verge of A37 – The Chairman informed Councillors that we had obtained an unsatisfactory result concerning the maintenance of the tree, the tree is clearly shown outside the landowners boundary, however highways insist it does not fall within the Publicly maintained highway.  Mrs. Hallet has spoken with Mr. David Laws MP concerning this; Mr. Laws MP is aware of the Councils involvement and sends his best wishes to all members of the Council.  It was RESOLVED that the Chairman would continue to speak to relevant parties endeavoring them to visit the site.

367 REPORTS: 
South Area SALC meeting 8th June to North Cadbury, Village Hall 

Attended by Robin Wilding and myself.  The first meeting since December 2008 and very well attended. 
The agenda covered updates of policies and legislation:-

i   Code of Conduct for members, changes possibly on paper September/October. Nothing for officers.

ii  Power of Wellbeing, future training for Parish Councillors to be arranged, one council at a time.  This can only be used by Quality Parish Councils with CILca trained clerks.

iii  Appointed Councillors, this idea has hit a snag for 16 year old plus.

iv  Nationally significant planning applications.  The new 2008 Act is now in force, for example new nuclear power stations at Hinkey Point.  Consultations will be speeded up and nearby councils will be consulted.
v  Local democracy Bill.  Amendments to be discussed this week:-
a)  A power to sign cheques, with one signature and effect of interest and telephone banking. (Cheques supposed to be ending in eight-years time) 

    b)  Parish Polls

c)  Vexations questions at audit- % of electorate (threshold number).  There was information for clerks about    Value Added Tax – passed to our Clerk.  These Parish Council representatives to Joint Area meetings present and our views were sought.

With agenda there was a questionnaire about future SALC meetings.  Attendees offered various suggestions for frequency and content.  I was disappointed it did not go further.  Following a discussion with Robin I had sent an A4 response.  The CAB representative reported on the need for higher funding, especially from parishes.

Under Open Forum one parish raised two problems, the cost of by elections, and persistent enquiry by one parishioner into the Clerks’ salary and hours at audit time. (Confidentiality v Freedom of Information and Data Protection).  The next meeting will be the AGM on 26th September  at Woolavington.
