BT Adopt your local red telephone kiosk – Councillors had previously discussed the adoption of the red telephone kiosk in Yeovil Marsh minute 245 b (September 08). Adoption gave no benefit to the parish and the burden of responsibility for maintaining the kiosk out weighed the desire just to retain it a British cultural design icon.  Mr Lock showed an interest in maintain/adopting the kiosk.  It was RESOLVED that the parish council would not adopt the kiosk and the clerk to contact BT of Mr Locks interest/ or if an individual was eligible to adopt a kiosk.

b.   SALC AGM – Lunches £20 – It was RESOLVED that the payment was approved and cheque signed.
c.   Scrutiny group checked and confirmed balances. The above payments were approved and cheques signed by Parish Councillors 
d.   Annual Return have been audited and approved by the external Auditors Moore Stephens. No matters were raised for 08/09 Audit. The conclusion of audit notification as required by Audit Commission Act 1998 & The Accounts and Audit Regulations 2003 (as amended) has been displayed on the notice boards for a period of 14 days commencing on 24th Sep 08 – NOTED
e.  Wreath, Remembrance Sunday - It was unanimously agreed to lay a wreath at the War Memorial, the cost of the wreath and donation amount would be agreed Octobers meeting.

f.   National Joint Council for Local Government Services Payscales & Allowances 2009/2010 from 
1st April 2009 minimum annual leave has increased from 20 to 21 days for employees with less than five years service. Clerks Salary recommended increase by £0.14 per hour applicable from 1 April 2009. It was RESOLVED unanimously to pay the increased salary back dated to 1st April 09 & increase Clerks holiday allowance to 21 days.

NEW ITEMS

a.
Review of Internal Audit 08/09 & proposed audit programme and estimated cost for Internal Audit 2009/10 – 1 x 7 hour cost of £198.72. Councillors were given a copy of the internal auditors terms of engagement, estimated cost for 2009/2010 audit and internal audit review criteria.  It was RESOLVED to approve the terms of engagement and cost for 2009/2010 audit and the review was satisfactory in compliance with Governance and Accountability for Local Councils.
419.  REPORTS: 
 Abbey Community Association Meeting 15th September 20:00 – 21:50
This was a complicated meeting, mostly about finance and sorting out maintenance problems, and possible future fundraising events.  We were informed the National Lottery, one of the funders, plan to visit the Hall on 4th November to do a case study.  It was decided meetings would be bi-monthly on 2nd Wednesday, but because of matters outstanding it was agreed there should be an extra meeting on 11th October which I shall not be able to attend, due to another meeting.

SALC – All Areas and AGM at Village Hall, Woolavington – 26th September 2009
Attend by Robin Wilding and myself.

At the beginning an unlisted item advising on the change over to Digital Television on 24th March 2010, and the need for councillors to be aware of the problems, particularly in rural areas.  

The first speaker was the Chairman of Pioneer Somerset giving a progress report.  (Our Council did respond to the survey, but not to take on extra services). As we were to hear all day, funding, or lack of it may well affect it.  The AGM was sandwiched between the Areas meeting and lunch, completed in record time of 20 minutes, with the election of officers and representatives to other bodies.  

After lunch the second speaker, Cllr Ken Maddock, the new leader of Somerset County Council, spoke and answered questions for an hour.  He explained the size of the budget, number of staff and debts, and how all this is to be managed with less funding.  Then came the questions and complaints, which were very wide ranging and he noted much of it.  There is no doubt there are going to have to be changes, and it was pointed out the February is too late for parish councils preparing precepts around November.

Other items  a) Consultation Papers covering Local Democracy, and a review about planning matters – Peter Lacey went through the details seeking our opinions for the SALC responses needed before October this year.

b) Revised Code of Conduct likely to be published October/November, with 12(2) becoming compulsory. (already adopted by our Council)

c) Summarising NALC Annual Report, including working with the Government with creating new parishes, particularly in cities.  Finance again (deficit) and 1% increase in the affiliation fee next year.
Among representatives reports:- 

(i) CAB planning for parish councils to remember them where preparing their precepts 

(ii) The Quantock Hill Joint Management Committed reported they are first to get improved coastal access.  The Sudden Oak Death, a fungal disease which resides in rhododendrons and heathland recommended treatment is fortnightly spraying.

Under Open Forum, there were questions about the Seven Barrage and the consultation process.

Peter Lacey reviewed future training session for Clerks and Councillors.  Clerks salaries are to be increased by 1% (NB. precepts)

Finally, after discussions in all Areas, meeting are to continue as before, cancelling the December one if there is no Government reports.  It is becoming increasingly difficult to find host halls.  

The next SALC South Area meeting will be 7th December.
