b.   Scrutiny group checked and confirmed balances. The above payments were approved and cheques signed by Parish Councillors 
c. Clerks Salary Joint Recommendations, back pay, the Councillors reviewed the back pay calculation for the Clerk it was RESOLVED to pay the amount calculated.
d.
Quarterly Bank Reconciliation for signature - During the monthly scrutiny check Mr. Wilding had checked the bank statements against the amount detailed for each bank account.  It was RESOLVED by the Chairman to approve and sign the Quarterly Bank Reconciliation.

e.
Quarterly Budget Review - The Counciilors had been circulated the Budget figures and actual spend of the second quarter. The Chairman went through the figures, allotment spend was higher than budgeted, no further spend was anticipated, it was RESOLVED that whilst the actual spend was higher than budgeted this had no impact on the general fund and finances were stable.
f.
Wreath, Remembrance Sunday the Councillors discussed the remembrance wreath and it was RESOLVED to pay a total payment to £25, this covered actual cost plus a small donation.

e.
Co-op Bond – Reinvestment or withdrawal – The Councillors discussed the re-investment of £35,000 together with interest, and considered the current financial climate and low interest rates offered. It was RESOLVED to re-invest for a further 6 month period if no alternative bond offering a higher rate of interest could be found within the next two weeks. Confirmation of the suitability of any investment product for a local authority must always be obtained prior to investment, ensuring multiple signatories for investment/withdrawal of funds.

Parish Council Vacancy, the Chairman informed the Council that she had received Mr Brassington’s resignation, she had discussed with Mr Brassington about continuing but unfortunately his decision was final. The Chairman will thank Mr Brassington for his time and contribution as a Councillor. It was RESOLVED The Clerk would advertise the vacancy in Brimsmore Ward of Yeovil Without Parish Council in accordance with Section 87 of the Local Government Act 1972

Crematorium and Cemetery Committee - 14th October 09
The meeting started with a low number and finished with just a quorum at the end of a long meeting. We started with a report on the improvements that had been agreed. 

Lodge improvements contract to start in six/eight weeks.
Disabled access out to tender.

Stabilisation of wall “Westfield Boundary” now complete.  
Wall repointed in Lime Mortar 
Quotations out to improve wall along Quaker Burial Ground.
It was agreed to organise a report on all cemetery boundaries.  This could mean changes to the ten year plan.  Changes were agreed to the plan to cover the cost of the wall and disable access requirements.  The crematorium ten year plan was not extended, the cremators relining, “Three to Five Years Life”.  Replacement will be done in years 2010/11 cost out of replacement budget.  Cremations were up by 51 in first six month unfortunately.  We then covered confidential matters, closing very late.
