	Land at Ilchester Road, Chilthorne Domer
	Refused – The existing site access, which is not proposed to be altered, does not incorporate the necessary visibility splays.  The carnival float results in unacceptable harm to the quality of the local landscape; it neither respects nor enhances the surrounding area.

Contrary to Policy 49 (Transport requirements for new development)
	There is no objection to the planning application. The Council have made the following observations:- Stables - We would object to any further extension 
Duck House - No objection. 
Storage of Carnival Float - Screening would be advantageous.   For those visiting the field, all parking must be within the field.  There should be no lighting and music noise should be at a minimum.  We understand the float will be moved off site prior to carnival period and returned at the end of the carnival period. The major concern of the council is the safety of turning the float out of the gate and on to the main road, in an area of fast moving traffic where repeated accidents happen at the bend near by.  We are aware of the regulations of moving a long load, but we are still concerned about this manoeuvre from an angled gate through a lay-by, on to the A37. The danger of leaving the site also applies to visitors to the field, with a poor visibility splay into fast moving traffic

304. REPORTS: 
Flood Awareness Workshop at Compton Dundon Village hall on Friday 16th January 2009.

The workshop was a part of a tour of workshops that have been organised by the District Council in response to the Pitt Review of the flooding of the summer of 2007. 

A major emphasis of the workshops is to illustrate the logistical problems in responding to a local (but Somerset wide) series of storm events which cause rapid localised flooding of property and the logistical problems in providing a sand bag response from a central point across the district.

The contra to the short term event is the long term, but less intense, rainfall that causes mainstream rivers and watercourses to build up which tend to cause widespread regional flooding. Such flooding can be easier to predict and therefore respond to, however the flood can be so catastrophic that no response can be sufficient.

The majority of the workshop were presentations by the District Council and the Environment Agency. There was also a representative from the Highways Authority who did not do a presentation but responded to some issues from the floor. There was not a representative from Wessex Water but I don’t know if they were invited or not. At the end there was a period when local residents could consult individually with the presenters. The meeting was at times emotive, with several residents having suffered internal flooding in 2007 who voiced dissatisfaction with what was considered to be a jocular approach to parts of the presentation. Also there were claims of lack of maintenance, despite residents talking, phoning and emailing the District Council and others, which apparently had not been addressed.

The presentation from the Environment Agency was aimed mostly at demonstrating how there is little that can be done about regional flooding, global warming etc, and how much worse it would be if it were not for them and how such flooding has occurred many times before and will continue to do so.

The agenda of many of the delegates, who were residents of Compton Dundon, was to seek redress for what they perceived as the lack of progress since the flooding they experienced in 2007. This was at odds with the presenters who were trying to explain how they could help themselves. Several residents did not appear to satisfied with what the workshop was trying to achieve. At least two were in tears, one of whom walked out.

Regardless of where blame (if any) may lie, I feel the workshop was a valid attempt by the agencies involved to promote knowledge and self help. One of the main issues remained to promote the ability for self help and in terms of sand bags the logistical problems with their distribution. The District Council requested that if any local delegates had any suggestion as to how sand bags could be delivered from a point within their area then could they please contact the District Council.

Some key points from the workshop.

· A maximum of 12 sandbags (based on 6 per door) would be provided free of charge to properties at risk. The point of third patio doors was made and an additional 6 would be considered on a case by case by case basis).

· Additional bags could be purchased at £2.50 each.

· Because the bags deteriorate rapidly they are only provided when there is imminent risk!

· Sandbags weigh about 20 Kg and are not easy for the less able bodied to move around.

· Floodgates and barriers for doors and gateways are available in many forms.

· Contact the District Council on 01935 462462 if you want to speak to anyone about any concerns that you have in relation to flooding.
