	Key Site Lyde Road Yeovil Somerset BA21 5HR
	Two applications for adjoining areas within the key site comments apply equally.  Little difference between the plans previously considered,. Significant point is attenuation ponds will only be shallow and only contain water in extreme rainfall, therefore are previous comments for the ponds to be fenced is now not necessary. The following comments previously raised:   Concern over the width of the main service road around the site.  Bearing in mind limitation for parking, number of cars per household, many garages used for storage, will cause street parking.  Access will be required for large vehicles (waste collection vehicles, coaches to the school etc); the width of the road along with parked vehicles may have a detrimental effect on flow of traffic.  There is no community services or health facilities envisaged.  The small play areas (LEAP) there is no evidence of play equipment provision.  The development is in 3 phases, we would like to know an overall vision will be considered for the site. Block paving needs to be well done.

 Yeovil Sports & Social Club  Car Par at Johnson Park request for grant, Mr. Brassington and Mr. Hill declared a personal and prejudicial interest at the start of the meeting, Mr Lock declared an interest as the item was discussed as he was unaware of the content of the agenda item at the start of the meeting.  No-one left the room as the Council had a general discussion about the request and awaited further financial information for the club before the matter could be discussed in full.  
320. REPORTS: 
Yeovil Crematorium and Cemetery Committee Meeting 21st January 09
Attend by Alf Hill and myself.

Much of the hour long meeting was spent going through the 10 year budget plans for both sites, but in particular the Cemetery figures.  An expected and unavoidable expense of correcting bowing of the Willow Road Cemetery wall section and bank verging Preston Road.  Surveys have been done but so far these are only estimated costs, but it will be expensive.  Even so we want to continue with long overdue planned improvements to the lodge.  At the Crematorium an extra expense is replacement of 1971 electric cabling after lighting to the main car park, exit road and its Anniversary tribute area failed. Remaining cable from that period had been replaced.  New rear gates have been installed; single glazed windows in the waiting room and Hall of Remembrance are being replaced.  We have yet to consider estimated costs for any future extension of the chapel.  We examined the estimated costs for the next years budget and have queried several big increases, especially for gas electricity and water.  The budgets were approved from this comes the figures for the Cemetery deficit, to be attached to the 2009-10 precept.  We also agreed increases to the fees for Burial and Cremation. These bring them more to the averages for the area and will help towards capital costs.
