c.   Review of Financial regulation-  It was agreed that the existing 6.5  Payment of Accounts in regard to petty cash be replaced with the following:  6.5 a. The RFO shall maintain a petty cash float for the purpose of defraying operational and other expenses. Vouchers for payment made from petty cash shall be kept to substantiate the payment. b. Income received must not be paid into the petty cash float but must be separately banked, as provided elsewhere in these regulations. c. Payments to maintain the petty cash float shall be shown separately on the schedule of payments presented to Council under 5.2 above (Schedule of payment forming part of the agenda/minutes)

d.   SALC Affiliation Fee 2009/2010 – Cost £931.00 (08/09 £883.00) RESOLVED it was unanimously agreed to pay the annual affiliation fee for SALC
e.   Yeovil Sports & Social Club request for funding – Car Park project, Mr Hill declared a personal and prejudicial interest but did not leave the room as the matter discussed did not warrant this.  Councillors discussed this request and it was RESOLVED that grant applications should be considered at the agreed once a year deadline. This ensures fair and consistent funding within budgeting requirements.  Clerk to inform of refusal and date for next years grants.

f.   Mrs. Fry, Yeovil Families Group – Fairmead Residents request for funds.  It was RESOLVED as 333d request that funding refused.  Mr Bailes gave his name as a contact to help assist Mrs. Fry, clerk to inform of refusal and Councillors contact details.
g.   Yeovil Marsh Hall – request for funding next stages.  It was RESOLVED as 333d request that funding refused, clerk to inform.
