444   MATTERS ARISING:
a.   Allotments-  Mr Lock and Mr Kingdon declared a personal and prejudicial interest but did not leave the room as matter did not warrant this. The Clerk report that she had contacted Mr Durant, plot 10b and he was aware of the notice and he intended to remove the shed from the plot by Christmas.  The Clerk was in the process of re-letting the plot. It was also reported that the gates were in need of repair it was RESOLVED the clerk would obtain a quote for the work.

b.   Telephone Kiosk, Yeovil Marsh – The Chairman explained to Councillors that since the last meeting 112 letters were sent to relevant residents in Yeovil Marsh -  attached to minutes.  There were 10 responses 6 -4 in favour of retaining the telephone kiosk.  Before the meeting a petition was received asking to keep the kiosk with 83 signatures from 56 properties.  These were from same area covered by the Parish letter.  Also SSDC had written on the same matter.  Following a discussion it was unanimously RESOLVED to retain the empty kiosk.  BT and SSDC to be notified.  It was confirmed that the Council’s insurance cover was sufficient to include the extra liability and the insurers would be informed once ownership had been completed.

Parish Council Vacancy – SSDC Electoral Services Officer had received no request for an election, therefore the Council could proceed to co-opt a new councillor.  It was agreed the closing date for applications would be end Jan 2010, to be considered at 24th Feb 2010 meeting.

Precept 2010/2011 – The Clerk and Chairman went through the precept figures presented to the Councillors it was proposed by Mr Snell and seconded by Mrs Botham and unanimously RESOLVED to set the Precept at £25,600.00 an increase of £284.00 (1%) on last year.

Advertisement for Parish Council Grant requests deadline 8th January 2010 for consideration at 19th January 2010. The Clerk informed the Councillors that she was in the process of arranging the public notice to be published in the Yeovil Express.

Maturity of Co-op High Interest Bond (£11,968.00) – The Councillors discussed the bond and it was RESOLVED to withdraw the funds and place the money in the NAT West Bonus Saver account and review if the current financial market improves.
448   NEW ITEMS
a.
Permitted Development – Mr Lock followed on from the point raised by Mr Brown when discussing planning in the October meeting that there seemed to be inconsistencies over what needs a planning application and what doesn’t.  The Councillors discussed this with the possible intention of a Planning Officer attending the February meeting.  It was RESOLVED that Coucillors would inform the Clerk by the next meeting of items they would like further clairification on.

Lyde Road Speed – Mr Norvil had raised concern over the speed of cars on Lyde Road, with the new development traffic will increase and it was RESOLVED to place this matter on the agenda next month. The Clerk to contact highways concerning this in a possible joint venture to try and improve the situation.
449   REPORTS: 
Abbey Community Association 11th November 2009
A brisk meeting lasting one hour, but still not well attended by user groups.  Gradually outstanding items on the agenda are being achieved but there is still much to be done.  Hopefully the air conditioning units will soon be relocated once planning officers are satisfied.  There have been two visits concerned with the S.W. lottery funding.  One seemed well satisfied with improvements to the Hall and the quality of the work.  The second, as researches  enquiry reference the above  A questionnaire has now been received to see if all the goals set out in the original lottery application have been fulfilled.  The Hall continues to well booked.  This complicates Brympton Parish Council’s hopes to have a youth club there after the Time Out Bus ceases in the parish by end of December. The Committee hopes to resolve this to satisfy a very obvious need.

Adoption of Yeovil Marsh red telephone kiosk
BT has invited your Parish Council (Yeovil Without) to consider adopting the local red telephone kiosk in Yeovil Marsh.  BT’s plan at present is to remove this kiosk in the near future, as the yearly usage of this box is zero.  However BT recognises that these phone kiosks are considered a cultural icon and people have a strong attachment to them. 

Yeovil Without Parish Council discussed this option last year and felt that the on going responsibility & maintenance costs did not justify adoption. However the opportunity has arisen again to adopt the kiosk, and the Parish Council wish to consult the community for their response to ensure that the option has been considered fully.  Please be aware the telephone equipment will be removed and Yeovil Without Parish Council would be adopting an empty telephone box to maintained. Please consider what this kiosk could be used for to warrant it remaining.

If you wish for the telephone kiosk to remain then your response is vital. Unless Yeovil Without Parish Council received a response of over 51% of parishioners canvassed, the Parish Council will revert back to their original decision for BT to remove the telephone kiosk.

What you need to do
Please contact the clerk either by letter, email or phone (details above) with your response within one week of receipt of this letter.  (Yeovil Without Parish Council have a deadline of 1st Dec to respond to BT)

Please give your name and address, and then either state Kiosk to remain, and possible use, or Kiosk to be removed.

Please note that on going maintenance which includes the transfer of electricity cost from BT will be paid for by the Parish Council, which is paid from money received from your council tax.
