(b)  Allotment requests – Mrs. Holloway Plot 11a would like to erect a shed approx 8’ by 8’ at other end of allotment. They intend to renovate existing structure (open shelter) at the top end of allotment.  Permission to plant fruit bushes, blackcurrant and gooseberry.  Mr. & Mrs. Newport Plot 14a would like to erect a shed approx 8’ x 6’.  Permission to plant 2 Apple trees and 1 plum tree. The Councillors discussed the requests. The Chairman highlighted the need of the working party to visit the allotments. RESOLVED: Permission granted for the above requests.
(c)  Investments – The Chairman reported that the Vice Chairman, Clerk and herself met with Mr. Lee Chapman, of NAT West Bank to discuss the investment of the maturing Halifax Bond. The interest figures received from Mr. Chapman indicated a Corporate Bond yields an appropriate return and suitable for Parish Councils requirements. Length of investment will need to be discussed with Councillors once the maturing funds have been received.  The Chairman proposed that the Halifax Bond value £41,118.81 due to mature on 4th July 08 be withdrawn and placed in the Bonus Saver Account until a decision has been reached concerning re-investment. 
RESOLVED unanimously agreed to withdrawn the maturing Halifax Guarantee Bond.
(d)  Fiveways - All the information required by the Council had been received.  The Councillors discussed in depth the amount of support appropriate concerning the Alterations & Improvements to the existing warm water pool.  The benefits to the community were considered, along side the 7 pupils who reside within Yeovil Without parish.  With this in mind,  plus the regular use of the Mother and  Toddler groups of up to 80 -90 users per week the Vice Chairman proposed £10,000 be given at the start of works and another £10,000 given in the next financial year 08/09. This was seconded by Mr. Kendall. RESOLVED that this is a commensurate benefit to the community and unanimously agreed to pay £10,000 upon confirmation that works had started and earmark £10,000 for 08/09-  LGA 1972 Section 137 
(e)  Lyde Road Key Site Informal Public Exhibition held in Monmouth Hall on 23rd June between 5pm and 8pm. The drawings on display were little different to what had previously been shown. There was no literature to take away.  The exhibition was well attended by the general public.

(c)   HBSO Shares – The Chairman proposed that an agreement be given to sell the 1,092 shares in HBSO when the market value dictated a good return. The Council discussed the current market share value and did not agree this proposal. RESOLVED Halifax Shares to remain invested, with Yeovil Without Parish Council receiving dividends.

(d)   SALC – Governance and Accountability for Local Councils 2008 Edition available for £10. RESOLVED unanimously agreed to purchase a copy for £10.
(e)  Clerk Training -  SALC CiLCA  16th July 08 Fee £280.00 (includes registration fee)  the Council discussed the training requirement for Clerk.  RESOLVED unanimously agreed to pay for CiLCA qualification
(f) Laser Printer – The Clerk had circulated cost savings and improved print quality if a Laser Printer was used instead of an ink jet printer.  The Council discussed this, it was RESOLVED unanimously that the Clerk could purchase an good quality Laser Printer.

207 REPORTS 

SALC South Area meeting 9th June 2008 at Village Hall Donyatt
Attended by Robin Wilding and myself, we found this meeting rather confusing, mostly because of the list of Regulations in the agenda.  We were told of two documents we need to read and the Clerk is obtaining them.  One, Community Governance Review, includes guidance on the numbers of parish councillors and Boundary Reviews.  Now this District Council is reconsidering the Boundary Review.

The latest Standards Committee Regulations were explained, including how to cope should the number of parish councillors declaring personal and prejudicial interests causing the lack of a quorum. 

It is expected other regulations will be issued in July one of these is the Power of Well Being.  We were told possible conditions, including the numbers of parish councillors who are elected and attending training, Clerks, including Quality Clerks, will have to complete CiLCA training.  Training dates for parish councillors have been arranged provisionally on 3rd and 4th September, providing the regulations are released.

The County Secretary announced “Pioneer Somerset” beginning, to study the proper role of working with the three tiers of councils.  Also details of training for new clerks.

A new officer, Emily McGuiness, Democratic Services Manager, replacing Bob Gillis, was present, taking part in the discussions.  The next meeting will be the AGM on 27th September at Woolavington, with two speakers, David Heath MP and Ken Cleary, Chairman of NALC.

Abbey Community Association AGM 11th June 2008 

Attended by Mrs. Audrey Bartlett and myself.  This meeting had a better attendance than last year.  The usual business was conducted including election of officers.  Mr and Mrs Sturman (Chairman and Treasurer) will be leaving next Spring, staying on to see the upgrade and refurbishment of the building completed.  Audrey Bartlett volunteered to take on the Chairmanship, but no one agreed to become treasurer. 

There was some discussion of changes for the new Mezzanine room when it becomes a separate entity, and arrangements when both rooms are hired together. A vote decided that the hall would not be let for 18th birthday parties, due to the amount of damage incurred.  Some hopes of future fund raising was announced.

The next meeting is arranged for 9th July before the hall is closed for the builders to being work.
