BIRCHFILED HALL

The new flooring has been completed at a cost of £2,863, however the workmanship is below par and the firm is being contacted to redo it.  All other maintenance work has been completed, including Ant-climb paint that has been put on all the new fencing.

The Play Group has given notice that they will be leaving in September.  After then they will be meeting at Birchfield School. This means a £4000.00 loss in rent a year. Morely is going to advertise in the local papers and St Michael’s church magazine.

The A.G.M was held on Tuesday 24th June 2008 with approx. 40 members attending.  The main members of the Board of Management were re-elected apart from a new membership secretary.

Archery Section
A substantial increase in members, success in various competitions including the Somerset Ladies Champion.

Tennis Section

A very successful year, with increased membership, a great deal of success in competitions, eleven members getting coaching badges, a tie up with eight primary and two junior schools.  The section runs weekly children’s and adult coaching sessions and is looking to improve their facilities with the aid of grants.

Football Section (Pen Mill F.C.)

The first team were runners up in the Yeovil League first division, and won various honours in the local youth and junior competitions.  The veterans team reached the national final.  With the advent of the new changing rooms, there is a strong possibility of Ladies/Girls teams being formed with the addition of another junior side. 

General 
The club just finished financially in the black, which considering they had put a substantial amount towards the cost of the new changing rooms was regarded as acceptable in the current climate of licensed premises.  The changing facilities are currently in construction, with a completion date of early August.

The club have also built a 2nd skittle alley, upstairs, and have enrolled an additional 7 or 8 teams.  This will increase membership and turnover for the forthcoming year. 

The club have a dedicated and innovative team running it and even though times are difficult, I feel confident in their future.

Yeovil Crematorium and Cemetery Committee 16th July 2008, starting at 6pm

Attend by the Clerk, Alf Hill and myself.

Ruth Kendall and Julian Freke were re-elected Chairman and Vice Chairman, respectively.

The meeting started in the Crematorium waiting room with consideration of the final accounts for 2007/08.  After scrutiny they were approved. 

Brympton Parish Council have responded negatively to suggested changes in the apportioning of the Cemetery deficit between the three councils. Without their co-operation there can be no change to the complicated formula employed to date.  A tree safety survey has been completed in the Cemetery. Necessary urgent work has been carried out on two trees.  It was agreed to finance work on 11 more trees within the next six months.  There are a further 190 tress to be monitored.  A future strategy of management of the Cemetery trees will be present at the next meeting (October).

As usual at this meeting, we then progressed to walking both sites, starting at the Crematorium Chapel.  Prior to the meeting we had been given a budget sheet estimating the cost in extending the seating capacity.  It would be very expensive, especially if it is rarely needed.  It was decided to discuss this the next meeting when there should be figures covering six months since the additional seating was installed.  From there to the Book of Remembrance Room and thence to the Poppy Field.  Previously we had agreed cost for further testing of the suitability of the land for green and traditional burials, and for burying cremated remains.  Originally only green burials were being considered but others burials being added with the possibility of the Cemetery being full in 10 years time.

At the Cemetery after the general walk round we looked at the lodge discussing necessary improvements for the benefit of the staff and public.  We also looked at possible alterations to the access for disabled members of the public.  This will not be simple, as the building sits high-up with steep steps that turn at the door.

Both sites were in attractive condition and the staff were congratulated.  There were several new members at this meeting.  The committee and its history is not easy to understand, so there was much to be explained.
