Outstanding Case Reference 10/00253/HEDGE – The Chairman read out the following response from Alex Skidmore as follows:-   

Regarding the hedgerow I appreciate that this is a long standing concern and would thank the Parish Council for their patience. I understand from Liz Arnold that when she tried to address this problem in 2008 she was unable to contact the owner and was therefore unable to take any action. Since the last planning application on this site was determined earlier this year I have been in correspondence with the owner Mr Doble, via his agent, a number of times. It has been explained that a Hedgerow Notification should have been submitted prior to the removal of the hedgerow and as such its removal is considered to be a breach of The Hedgerows Regulations 1997 and I have sought Mr Doble's co-operation in planting a replacement hedgerow. Whilst such co-operation has not yet been forthcoming, in view of the submission of the latest application, which has a target determination date of 19/01/2011, it would be imprudent to carry out any enforcement action until the outcome of the application is known as this could affect what action is taken. Should the application be refused and no agreement reached with Mr Doble in respect of replanting I will then ask our Ecologist Terry Franklin to issue a Hedgerow Replacement Notice.

It was RESOLVED not to increase the draft precept and it was unanimously agreed to approve the draft precept of £26,400, this is an £800 increase on last year which results in an approx 0.48p Band D charge increase.

Yeovil Crematorium and Cemetery Committee Meeting 19th January 2011

A shorter meeting than normal. We went through Capital Programme for the Cemetery and Crematorium, and then detail budgets. Our Parish allocation of the Cemetery deficit year 2011-2012 is given as £23,300 .01. An increase on 2010-11 deficit of £22,926.86 (this is added to our Parish Precept by SSDC) The Service Level Agreement between SSDC and the Committee was agreed. Also the increase in charges by 2% from April 2011 for burial and cremation services, despite the lasted inflation figure of 3.4%. The dates for future in April, June, October and January 2012 meetings was agreed. Also agreed was Sunday 10th April as Open Day at the Crematorium which would be published later.
