 671.   MATTERS ARISING:
a.  Allotments  Mr Kingdon & Mr Lock declared a personal & prejudicial interest, Mr Kingdon and Mr Lock did not leave the room as the matters discussed did not come into the area were his interests arose.  Notice had been received from Wessex Water of the replacement of the water main between Yeovil Marsh and Mudford Sock. The water mains replacement work should not effect the allotments. Mr Lock raised the possibility of a gas pipe being laid at the same time, to serve Yeovil Marsh.  It was RESOLVED the clerk would make enquires concerning this.
b.
Grit Bins The clerk informed councillors that the remaining 3 grit bins had not been installed and remained at the clerks property. Highways will not fill additional grit bins due to the improvement in the weather and the unlikelihood of adverse conditions, the clerk did not want to leave empty bins throughout the summer.  Bins will be installed Oct/Nov 2012. Additional requests had been received and the clerk will keep a list of request for consideration in the future.  NOTED

i) Natalie Ross visit to Swindon 24th March 2011 - project to try and address the lack of facilities planned for Lyde Road Key Site.  Rev David Keen is leading on the project from a church point of view, the church have purchased a house on the new site from which a community worker will be based. This has worked really well on other sites in the country and so we are planning a visit to Swindon on 24th March to see it in action and speak to those people involved. It was RESOLVED Mr Wilding and Mrs Kendal would represent Yeovil Without Parish Council on this visit
ii) .Johnson Park sign – The Clerk had informed Johnson Park that the noticeboard had not been replaced but will need some repair work or replacing in the future and it would be more appropriate for the Johnson Park sign to be placed on the fence. NOTED
iii) Runnymede Bus Shelter, after extensive enquires the Clerk has established the proposed bus shelter from the Grange Developer did not happen due to miss-communication. c.   Scrutiny group checked and confirmed balances. The above payments were approved and cheques signed by Parish Councillors
 d.   Grants – The Chairman informed councillors that additional grant requests had been received, she asked the councillors to consider the current grant policy the council adhere to, and questioned in these current times if this needs to be reviewed.  It was RESOLVED that consideration will be given to these at the next meeting 
675.   NEW ITEMS
a.     Clerks training - The Clerk had received details concerning Playground Inspection Training and Playground Management at a cost of £95.00. The Clerk ask the council if they wished to consider her attending the playground inspection training with the possibility that should could take over inspecting Johnson Park playground weekly to save on current costs. The Councillors discussed this and it was RESOLVED that the Playground Inspections should continue to be done by SSDC and the Clerk attend the Playground Management training.

676.  REPORTS: 
South Somerset Together – Local Services in a Changing Landscape Workshop – 3 hrs session 03.02.11
Attended by possibly 80 parish council representatives, plus officers. It was a meeting in several parts. First, a series of 10 minute information sessions. Mostly covering the present financial restraints of the District Council and their effect on parishes, including some words of guidance from Peter Lacey (SALC) 
Next were examples of projects by parish councils:-
a) Martock Parish Council with 5,000 people, 1000 under 16 they run a youth club with a full time youth worker. Annual cost of £45,000 equaling £10 per head to the community, and an average 186 youth contacts per week.

b)  Ric Pallister introduced the problems of future cuts to library budgets. We saw Jim Brooks explaining how they set up a community library in Little Chalfont.
c) Seavington Parish Council have created a village shop with grants, loans and fundraising, they built the shop, volunteers did the interior work. Now looking for a manager. The future plan is to create a club for the elderly there.

d) Terry Prior from Chard explained taking over street cleaning from District Council. A workforce of six not only, clean streets, tidy the Cemetery and snow clearance.

e) East Coker explained their Lengthman scheme, shared with other parishes, trained by County Council, a self employed man who inspects play areas, repairs pot holes and general maintenance. Found to be the eyes and ears to the community, the cost is covered by an increase in the precept.

f) Roger Meecham, Brympton described the improvement to a piece of land between Larkhill and Abbey Manor Park making a pleasant path between the two areas. (featured in the Western Gazette) This was landscaped by a Streetscene operative, two days a week.  They are now looking to other open spaces. He warned of the legal and insurance implications. 

There were question times after each 10 minutes sections. Then after a short break we split into three groups:- Health and Wellbeing, Community Safety and Planning, Housing and the Environment. Like many others I chose the latter.
Andy Foyne explained coming legislation = the Localism Bill and its effect on housing provision including the change to the present 106 agreements.
David Mansfield – Yarlington – again the effect of the Localism Bill, with changes in periods of tenancy agreements, and the cuts affecting the homeless.

After this all groups came together for final words, basically “no money but a lot of enthusiasm”. There were some “handouts” but we were promised a report of the meeting, If this happens we will see if these will of interest to Councillors. 
This was an intense three hour meeting to report.

Abbey Community Association meeting 9th February 2011

A fairly short meeting with Mrs Audrey Bartlett chairing the second half, as the Chairman had to leave. As usual mostly about domestic matters. There have been problems with heating levels in the hall, especially for the pre-school group  An engineer is being engaged to improve and simplify the controls. No discussion of the solar heating system can take place until the government announces the new rates.  The problem of returning the keys after hiring the Hall may soon be resolved. It was agreed a recent sum from fundraising events should be earmarked for internal works and improvements.
With the Hall being used as a polling station on 5th May we discussed the lack of street lighting surround the Hall, and the steps leading to it. There is a long running problem which needs to be resolved soon.

Yeovil Crematorium and Cemetery Committee Meeting 19th January 2011

A shorter meeting than usual we went through Capital Programme for the Cemetery and Crematorium and then detailed budgets. Our parish allocation of the Cemetery deficit for 2011 -2012 is given as £23,300.01. An increase on 2010 – 11 deficit of £22,926.86. (this is added to our Parish Precept by SSDC). The Service Level Agreement between SSDC and the Committee was agreed.  Also the increase in charges by 2% from April 2011 for burial and cremation services, despite the latest inflation figure of 3.4%. 
The dates for future in April, June, October and January 2012 meeting were agreed. Also agreed was Sunday 10th April as Open Day at the Crematorium, which will be published later.
