Quarterly Budget Review. All councillors received the budget for 2011, the majority of spend was within budget, however due to the expenditure on Web site hosting, it was anticipated the budgeted sum for office equipment, software upgrades (website) data protection would be exceeded, the clerk suggested the excess budgeted amount from insurance could be moved to Office equipment. It was RESOLVED to move the excess amount.

During the monthly scrutiny check Mr. Wilding had checked the bank statements against the amount detailed for each bank account. It was RESOLVED the chairman signed the approved Bank Reconciliation.

47/11   REPORTS:
Yeovil Crematorium and Cemetery Committee AGM 29th June 2011
Attended by Alf Hill and myself. The meeting began at 6pm in the Crematorium waiting room. Councillor Alan Smith was elected Chairman and the Mr Ricardo, Vice Chairman.

Following examination and discussions the accounts for 2010-2011 were approved. It was agreed the Committee would receive a simplified version of the accounts (as previously). Later the Chairman signed the Annual Return. 

We went through the cemetery and crematorium work plans, which were viewed later. Brympton Parish Council have submitted their concern about the build up of traffic around the “Asda” roundabout, due to traffic attempting to turn into the Crematorium. Their suggestion was a No Right Turn sign, so the Crematorium traffic went round the roundabout and then left turn into the Crematorium. Highways estimated this could cost £2,000. After a long discussion it was agreed to approach District and County councils to see if any funding is available. After this there were confidential matters.
The meeting finished at 7:45pm. We then inspected the cremator which is being repaired. Then to the Cemetery, visiting the Lodge, now redecorated. A rail has to be fitted along the new ramp into the Lodge. From there to the newly decorated Chapel. The roof tiles are to be checked to see what work is required. Then across to the far side to see garages, one to be demolished, the other upgraded. Finally, to the other garage, near the entrance, which is also to be renovated. We finished at 9pm. congratulating the staff on the beautiful condition of the Cemetery grounds.
