Quarterly Bank Reconciliation for signature - During the monthly scrutiny check Mr. Wilding had checked the bank statements against the amount detailed for each bank account.  It was RESOLVED The Chairman signed the approved Bank Reconciliation.

Clerks and Councils Direct Subscription Renewal - £11 per subscriber, total cost £55. The councilors discussed the renewal and it was RESOLVED renewal subscription at a cost of £55.

NatWest Investment Bond The Clerk informed the Councillors the Natwest Business advisor had made her aware that a limited issue fixed rate bond gave a higher return than reinvesting the corporate bond.  The limited issue closed 3 days before the current corporate bond matured.  The Councillors discussed the matter and due to the tight deadlines and further need for clarification, it was RESOLVED that the Chairman and Vice Chairman would make a decision when all the facts were known and sign appropriate paperwork outside the meeting.

Identity tags The Councillors discussed purchasing magnetic name badges to help identify themselves to parishioners.  It was RESOLVED to purchase oval name badges, approximate cost £5.00 each excluding VAT.  Appropriate supplier to be sourced by the Clerk.

571.   REPORTS: 
Yeovil Crematorium and Cemetery Committee AGM 30th June 2010

Attended by Alf Hill and myself

Miss Kendall was re-elected as Chairman and Mr Alan Smith as Vice Chairman.  We looked at and approved the Statement of Accounts for the year and the Audit Return, then looked at the Capital programme for the Cemetery and Crematorium.  Following the extra cost of the re-lining of the Cremators, discussion of several projects have been postponed until the October meeting.
After the meeting we went to the Cemetery lodge to see the almost completed improvements.  Then to the Crematorium, where we looked at the possibilities of increasing the capacity of the Chapel.  We learned of a severe pollution problem caused by a very large flock of roosting starlings daily fouling of paths, rooves and windows.  We authorised purchase of an electronic device to disturb and prevent roosting.
