c.  Bank Mandate, it was RESOLVED to complete and sign the documentation for the addition of two and removal of two parties.

Vision Web site payment, the clerk explained that it was an error on her part that both invoices required paying, the first invoice was for the upgraded and additional features, the second invoice was for Vision hosting the website. NOTED
e. 
Cherry tree Johnson Park play area. The cherry tree within the play area has numerous dead branches and has possibly reached its lifespan. In order to ensure the safety of children using the play area it’s removal was recommended. A quote for £406.00 for it’s complete removal was discussed. In principle this was acceptable, however permission and possible payment first needed seeking from Johnson Park. It was RESOLVED to write to Johnson Park and ask for removal of the tree and costs or a contribution to the costs.
f.
Grit Bins, having discussed the outstanding requests for bins earlier it was RESOLVED to purchase a further 7 bins at a cost of £989.02 including VAT, this is a reduction of the cost of grit bins last year, position of these bins will be decided at a future meeting. All Councillors to look at their wards for possible locations.
30/11 NEW ITEMS: 
a.   Review standing orders – Revised standing orders have been received from National Association of Local Council. There is one minor change to Model S0 32 (b) removing the 2/3rd majority and substituting a special motion the written notice whereof bears the names of at least (number to be agreed) councillors. It was RESOLVED not to make this change.

b.   Review financial regulations councillors RESOLVED financial regulations will be reviewed on the receipt of a revised addition or any change of process.
c.   Support for Safety Crossing, BucklersMead.  County Councillor Tony Lock informed the council that, 2 weeks prior to the deadline, additional funding was available and a project/scheme could be submitted for inclusion  the Local Transport Plan. County Councillor Lock submitted a plan to install a crossing on St Michaels Avenue, this had been previously put forward to highways, but at that time no funding was available. It was RESOLVED unanimously that Yeovil Without Parish Council would support this project.

The Treasurer reported a small deficit mainly due to capital expenditure on repairs and maintenance during the year, the hall is in a very good condition that can only lead to increased hiring for outside events during 2011, there is still a need for continued fund raising along with chasing up any outstanding hall hiring fees to achieve the aim of the Capital reserve target of £10,000.

SALC Area South Meeting 13th June 2011 at Mudford Parish Hall
A well attended, lively meeting, including Mrs Coton and myself. 
Peter Seib was re-elected as Area Chairman. Later Area Vice Chairman and three people for the Association County Committee was agreed. Also four people were pressed to attend a Local Government Committee, which will meet on 4th July, Councillor Crabb indicated Ilchester may be the first parish to be considered. 

Not a lot of facts due to the expected legislation.

i) The Localism Bill has had its second reading in the House of Lords during the previous week. Problem points, Community Right to Buy, cost of councils’ referendums, neighbourhood planning. 

ii) Discloser of expenditure over £500. A reminder, details of Clerks’ salary details should be gross, not nett. 

iii) Accounts & Audit Regulation (England) 2011 – NALC success – turnover of £1m: now an annual declaration. No internal audit, instead internal controls. Parish councils books to be available, with reasonable notice of 21 days. Electronic banking and cheques, a consultation this month. 
The Audit Commission has been abolished. Peter Lacey still asking parishes for their opinions in the consultation period ending at the end of June. Still a bit unclear and now with the Standards Board abolished there are no sanctions.

Under Open Forum two matters were raised.

a)  The problem of councillors writing by email to parishioners and Data Control. Parish councils must have registered as a Data Controller, and the problem is solved by the Clerk writing to the parishioners.
b)  Clerks should receive paid holidays. The Clerks’ contract should be reviewed regularly. Some lively advice to along serving clerk did not have a contract her council declined to produce one.

The next meeting will be the Annual Meeting in September.

Area South Community Forum 27th June  2011

Last October, forum members allocated £10,000 towards Community Safety Staffing Costs. This sum did not need to be spent and carried forward to this financial year. 
Tony Fife opened the meeting giving the background and format of the meeting. 

Reports on projects previously funded

1.  Money allocated to extend use of Octagon Theatre has let to 6 new classes being run, bringing the total to fourteen. 

2.  Street Scene added cigarette bins and weed removal

3.  Healthy Lifestyles Tour tested 200+ people.

4.  Tourism, Hills and vales leaflet produced and available soon in the Tourist Information Office

5.  Play and Youth Facilities referrals to B Active Scheme very successful

Proposal for 2011 – 2012:-

a)  Upgrading CCTV at Yeovil Recreation. The hut at Athletic arena had been damage, and part of track and children’s boat vandalised. Over £40k of damage, which is covered by insurance. £5k to upgrade system fit for purpose.
b)  Migrant Worker Scheme to help them access appropriate agencies to find work. Post requires 10 hours a week. Cost £4k

c)  Youth Club at St Peter’s Hall. Need to restart Westfield, one of the most socially deprived areas. Paid 
co-ordinator to support volunteers. Cost £4k

d)  Avon and Somerset Police request for Blue tooth computer to enable them to send messages to people in areas where a crime had been committed Cost £1481

e)  Request for £200 for children’s police helmets for Community Safety Day

f)  Request for £840 to purchase new batteries (life span 5 years) for Radiolink partnership with Pub watch, retailers, YDH, Yeovil College, County Rangers etc.

g)  Request from Devon and Somerset Fir Service for £2000 to support home visits to vulnerable homes to reduce risk of fire by education.
Members for the Forum then voted and proposals a, c, and g were passed to be funded. Natalie Ross will work with the three projects to identify savings or further funding sources to make up shortfall of £1k.
