	The Chairman read out the comments the Parish Council made in 2006 concerning the Key Site development & referred to Mr Scott’s letter. The meeting was closed at 7:20pm. Mr Scott, Mr Gillett & Mr Farey made comments which are summarised below. Meeting opened 7:35pm. 25 parishioners attended the Parish Council meeting held on 31st August 2010. The following points were raised during the Public Session, discussed and endorsed by the Parish Councillors:-

 1. Great concern regarding moving the school site further East & replacing with housing which on higher ground will overlook existing properties. This is despite previous consultation (24/1/2006) where it was agreed "to turn the school 90o and moved away from existing housing”.

2. Concern about increasing the housing density, especially by moving the school position.

3. Concern about the increased height of properties. Previous consultation height of housing backing on to Trent Close, Sandlewood Close, & Redwood Rd height would be 1.5, has the developer changed since the initial consultation?

4. Traffic management – concern about extra traffic backing up, particularly on the already over busy Sherborne/Lyde Road roundabout. Traffic leaving the development will have to give way to traffic travelling South via the new Lyde Road roundabout.

5. Concern about increased sewage, the present system being sluggish and occasional “bad smells” now. Also satisfactory control of storm water.

6.Resist using the design to dissuade car traffic on & from site. Use of cars by new residents is inevitable on this

Mr Brown highlighted the introduction of charges at recycling centres and the possibility of it increasing the amount of waste dump by the wayside. The councillors discussed this, and it was RESOLVED that Yeovil Without Parish Council would send a letter of their concern.
694    REPORTS: 
Abbey Community Association 9th March 2011 
Still problems with high gas and electricity bills and heating controls. No progress with street lighting which has been off for a very long time. It was agreed to purchase a key safe to solve the problem of keys being returned after hirings. A long planned fund raising event, an Antique Fair, now has a possible date in November. The next meeting is 13th April, but I shall be absent because of the Burial Committee meeting that evening.

South Area SALC meeting at Corton Denham Village Hall 14th March 2011.
Attended by myself and Robin Wilding. Much of the time was spent by the secretary explaining about legislation yet to be completed, so the effect on Parish Councils is not certain. i.e. 

Localism Bill possibly to be enacted by October, covering Power of Competence (was Well Being). Parish eligibility could be by number of councillors standing for election. Change in Code of Conduct and registration of interests. Abolition of Audit Commission, a quick consultation can be expected.
Spend of over £500 disclosure on line. SALC think this is impractical in revealing the Clerk’s pay creates a Data Protection problem. Councils were asked who reduced their Council precept, kept same as last year, or increased, and why. Quite a few held same percept, equally others increased mostly due taking on extra support, especially village halls. Under open Forum the question was raised about PAYE made online again Data Protection problem of others have access to the computer. Secondly the Chairman showed a pack called PlanLoCal (available at SSDC) about renewable energy. 
County Secretary’s notices– Clerk’s salaries, no increase in 2011 – 2012. A defined scheme for clerk’s pension and annuities to be abolished. Training for new Parish Councillors and a new manual will be available at these sessions.
Next meeting 13th June, hosted by Mudford.

Wyndham Park, Community Development Project – Robin Wilding and Margaret Kendal’s visit.
Natalie Ross, the Community Development Officer of South Somerset District Council has been working on a project to address lack of faci1ities for Wyndham Park. Rev. David Keen is leading on the project from a church point of view and the church have purchased a house on the new site from which a community worker will be based. 
It has been thought that if the school is built in Wyndham Park there may be the possibility of using some of the school site as a community building but as the County Council have not made any decision on whether or not to build a school, they have about 14 years to decide before the school site land reverts to the developer. In view of this it is necessary to investigate a1ternative solutions for a community building in addition to the church owned house, part of which will be used as a community facility.
On 24 March 2011 Margaret Kendall, Robin Wilding, Natalie Ross and Tony Fife (SSDC) accompanied Rev. David Keen on a visit to the Wichelstowe Community Project on a new development between the M4 and Swindon. We visited the first phase of the development (East Wichel) which will consist of 1100 homes in a larger 4500 home development. The project was largely instigated by the local churches and it was agreed that the Baptists would best be the lead partner. Ali Boulton, a Baptist minister, moved into the first house on the estate with her family.
The vision of the project was that Ali should be the facilitator ‘for a friendly and close-knit neighbourhood'
Ali visits every new resident with a welcome hamper and her own details and makes herself available to all residents as a listening ear and practical source of help (eg. fixing T\/ reception in new properties). 
Ail and her team run a regular diary of community events – rounders, football, Pancake day, Halloween, Christmas Carols, fun runs etc. In response to local demand, there’s now a toddler group, youth group, after school club and a church gathering. Most of these happen in Ali's lounge.
Ali has been involved as a key support for some local families at time of crisis and we were told of a young mum who, after being supported and made welcome by Ali, is now looking out for new mums  in her part of the estate and introducing them to each other, so they have friends too. Sovereign Housing agreed to fund we1come activities and gave £5,000 towards equipment and resources.
The Borough Council paid for a portacabin, which is hired by various groups, generating income, as well as being used for a youth group, children's centre and other community groups. There are now 350 households on the  estate, Ali has met every single one of them and many have been in her house for carol singing, toddler parties, coffee or needing money for a bus fare (a big local issue:  most of the residents are in social- housing and there are no local amenities) .
We were most impressed with Ali’s boundless energy and enthusiasm which clearly is the reason the project is proving so effective and appreciated by the tenants of both social and privately owned houses. She showed us round East Wichel which, although of high density, felt much more spacious than Wyndham Park with a wide range of architectural styles (your councillors differed on their opinions here!) Ali took us to meet a young family who had been rehoused from Swindon and although they still had problems of ear1ier deprivation were now happy and integrated into the new community with Ali's help which was so obviously appreciated.
The Portacabin  on a piece of land not yet needed by the developer, was a jolly place for small events until greater space becomes available in the primary school presently under construction.
We were most impressed by the degree of cooperation between the churches, developers, builders, housing association and the Borough Council (unitary). Part of the area of the development is in the parish of Wroughton but we could not find any involvement by that council in the project despite our probing.
We came away with the firm impression that this model was the ideal for Wyndham Park site and we should give it all the support we, as a parish, could give. Funding was not discussed although we did say that our grant allocation for 2O11/2012 was already spoken for. 
We suggest that either Natalie and/or Mr Keen be invited to talk to us at one of our meetings.
