(b) Halifax 6 Month Bond Maturity

(c) Purchase of Display Boards

Following lengthy discussions regarding the cost and practicality of display boards it was agreed to put on hold until the Chairman has consulted with the Bursar with regard to the possibility of Bucklers Mead School providing boards for display of the planning applications.

(d) Society of Local Council Clerks annual subscription January 2006

As in previous years the cost of the annual subscription (£118) has been split between Yeovil Without Parish Council and Mudford Parish Council as the subscription is based on a combination of both salaries of the Clerk.  Approved for Yeovil Without Parish Council to pay the full subscription at January Meeting and invoice Mudford Parish Council for £50.  This will benefit both Parish Councils as if subscription paid individually Yeovil Without’s would be £108 and Mudford’s £84. Instead of £68 and £50 respectively.

Mr. Kingdon reported that Yeovil United Charities due to insufficient funds had made only one grant of £100 to the Yeovil Night Shelter and the Women’s Refuge were unsuccessful in receiving a grant this year.  

The Clerk gave a reminder for any local organisations to apply for grants before the deadline of 6th January for consideration at the next Parish Council Meeting on 17th January 2006.
