Chairman’s Remarks

A dispersal order has been placed on the Westfield area which also includes part of the Parish of Yeovil Without.  Information was sought from the Police on dispersal orders but has not been received.  

The residents of Court Gardens in conjunction with Yeovil Sports Club had contacted with police with regard to anti social behaviour in the area.  It was felt that the Parish Council should have been informed to help with matters in the Parish.

There are widespread plans for sports amenities in the Yeovil area and the Chairman suggested that Steve Joel the Sport and Leisure Service Manager from South Somerset District Council attend the Annual Parish Meeting to inform the Parish Council on these proposals.

It was agreed to move 05/03347/FUL Land off Combe Street Lane and 05/02966/FUL Marsh Farm Yeovil Marsh to the beginning of the meeting.

Having declared an interest Mr. Snell left the meeting.

NEW PLANNING APPLICATIONS FOR CONSIDERATION:
(i) 05/03347/FUL The erection of an agricultural fodder and implement store.  Land off Combe Street Lane Yeovil Somerset BA21 3PE.

Endorse the same comments as for previous application No. 05/01788/FUL at our 26th July 2005 Meeting as follows

We unanimously object strongly to this application due to the environmental, landscape and wildlife impact on this area.  This building is inappropriate in this location.

Concern expressed in connection with a previous approved building on this site.  This stable building does not comply with or match the approved plans with regard to the roof and its height and has casement openings at each end which were not approved.
(ii) 05/02966/FUL The formation of a pond and the erection of a building for ancillary domestic use.  Marsh Farm Yeovil Marsh Yeovil Somerset BA21 3QB

05/02512/FUL The erection of 6 No dwellings with parking Garages Adjoining 157 Wessex Road Yeovil Somerset BA21 3LS.  Amended plans – Revisions in line with highway requirements.

Repeat objections as previously

1. The nearness of the proposed dwellings to the bungalows backing onto the site as this will affect their privacy (Eliotts Drive and 157 Wessex Road)

2. The over development of the site which is not on the building line with 151-157 Wessex Road and the increased number from 3 to 6 is not accepted as previous application for 3 was refused.

3. The application drawings do not show the existence of the public right of way from Boundary Close to Wessex Road which crosses the site.  This is a much used footpath.

4. The proposed parking arrangements will cause vehicles to cross this public right of way.  The parking area marked “existing” on the application plans, beside the right of way is incorrect – there is no parking at present in this area as it is completely fenced off.

5. The present bollards blocking the entrance to the site causes roadside parking which is contrary to the arrangements made when these properties were sold.  The other parking area is considered unsafe at night because it is not lit.

6. The proposed parking provision will not relieve this at all and is inadequate.

7. It is felt that this development will cause problems for the access of public services and emergency vehicles and exacerbate the problems which already exist.

8. The distance of the proposed dwellings appears to be too close to the line of mature poplar trees.  Representatives from Yeovil Sports Club were concerned about the affect on the roots of their trees.  

The boundary fence is owned by Annington Homes and is 6 feet high.  On the other car park site the fence is 3 feet high and is constantly used for easy access into Johnson Park and for dumping rubbish on the sportsfield.

The application has caused a great deal of public concern and we feel it should go to Area South Committee bearing in mind the reasons given for the previous refusal for 3 dwellings dated 13th December 2002.
