(i) 05/02658/FUL The demolition of existing dwelling and the erection of 3 detached dwellings with garages.  130 Marsh lane Yeovil Somerset BA21 3BZ

Approved following a vote 7 in favour and 3 against with regard to the access.

(ii) 05/02830/FUL Erection of two storey extension to rear of dwellinghouse together with demolition of existing garage and erection of new double garage.  4 Combe Street Lane Yeovil Somerset BA21 3PB.

No objection and recommend approval.  However we have concerns with regard to the design and in particular the balcony and size of the extension.  There is an existing right of way across the property from Combe Street Lane to Longcroft for both cattle and vehicles and no mention is made of this on the application or plans.

(iii) 05/02907/FUL Erection of a two storey extension to rear of dwellinghouse.  30 Combe Close Yeovil Somerset BA21 3PA

No objection and recommend approval

(iv) 05/02978/FUL The demolition of existing garages and erection of disabled person’s accommodation 60 St Marys Crescent Yeovil Somerset BA21 5RR

Refusal for the following reasons

1. Overdevelopment of the site which already has extensions and outbuildings and the visual impact on the street scene.

2. Drainage of the underground extension – we understand there are already surface water drainage problems in this area.

3. Concern over the effect of excavations on the adjoining property 45 Bucklers Mead Road both during and following construction.

Refusal on highway grounds as the access is onto a narrow busy road.

Request to be made to County Highways for improved markings at the junction of Combe Street Lane/Stone Lane and Mudford Road and it was suggested that a box junction be provided.

(ii) Junction of Coronation Avenue and Boundary Close.

The Clerk and Vice Chairman Mr. Hill met with Mike Fear from Somerset Highways and it was agreed to extend the white lines down the centre of the road and in particular around the corner next to this junction.
