(e) Parking Problems Greenwood Road

Following request from Parish Council the police have completed a mail drop advising residents of the parking problems and giving them the opportunity to park with more consideration before they enforce any offences.  The Police are seeking to remove a trailer that has been parked on the road for sometime with no registration and no tax disc.

(f) Yeovil Marsh verge and hedge cutting

Following request from Parish Council County Highways informed the Clerk that cutting of Class 4 roads started on 11 July in line with County policy.  They will not be visiting individual sites to do one off areas of cutting.  The drain in Poplars Close has been passed to their contractors.

It was reported that the hedge and grass bank on the corner of the pumping station in Yeovil Marsh has now been cut.

It was reported that the hedge of the cottage on the right-hand side of the road coming into Yeovil Marsh from Ilchester Road requires cutting back at this very narrow section.  Clerk to write and request householder to undertake this.
