Yeovil Marsh Church Hall amended scheme £70,000.  When the new plans available the Chairman suggested that the Council as a whole go to look at plans and view site.  Mr. Lock suggested purchasing the land behind the Hall and installing a play area and village green.  Mr. Hill advised that the Church Committee should be the ones to put forward any proposals and not the Parish Council. Following lengthy discussions proposed by Mrs. Botham and seconded by Mr. Wilding to wait until after visit before making a decision.  5 in favour 3 abstentions.

Mr. Roake left the meeting 8.45p.m.

(b) Annual Return and Accounts for 2005/2006.  Following the completion of the internal audit and the signing of the Annual Return the Internal Auditor (together with advice from Peter Lacey at SALC) the only alterations to the Annual Return are Box 3 addition of £250 which is the Inland Revenue Incentive Payment for filing the P35 annual return online and Box 4 for the same reason £250 plus mileage and office £627 (total £877) to make staff costs the same as the P35 submitted to the Inland Revenue.  Box 6 corrected by £627 re mileage and office expenses included in Box 4.  The above figures do not change the total merely correcting their allocation.  The Internal Auditor also pointed out that in respect of mileage allowance of 52.7p. Tax and National Insurance are not payable up to 40p. per mile (up to 10,000 per annum) and above this only on the remaining 12.7p.  She suggested that in future mileage be paid at 40p. instead of 52.7p. and no Tax and National Insurance would then be due.  The Clerk will in future claim 40p. per mile. 

(c) Halifax Bond Maturity 4th July 2006.  Agreed to roll over for a further 6 months.

(d) HM Revenue & Customs – Gratuity Scheme approval received.

(e) Installation of Bus Shelter Lyde Road and future maintenance costs.  Cheque signed for £4105.46p. Agreed future maintenance of newly installed bus shelter and others in the Parish as list at a cost of £11 per visit.  Laminated sign to be erected on the new bus shelter giving details of provision by Yeovil Without Parish Council.

(f) Insurances – Quotation Form.  Agreed that additional insurance for Parish Councillors over age 75 would not be sought.  Form completed in respect of quotation for extra Libel and Slander cover.

Confirmation of attendance of the Clerk at the SLCC Annual Conference at Plymouth the weekend of 20th October.   Subscription for membership of SLCC and attendance at Annual Conference is part of Clerk’s contract.

Mrs. Botham – Woburn Almshouse

One of the flats became vacant.  We interviewed applicant and he was very interested to move into the Almshouse.  Tom George and I took the applicant to view the flat and he was impressed and will be moving in at the end of June.

Mrs. Strong – Abbey Manor Community Association AGM 14th June 2006

A standard AGM.  A change of chairman.  Mrs. Bartlett retired.  New Chairman Mr. Frank Sturman (I declined the invitation).  Financially the balance sheet is better than last year due to increased bookings.  The last payment of the loan is due soon, which will ease matters.  There is a problem over a large increase in the cost of utilities, partly due to misuse by the hirers, compounded by increased charges.  

The design for the improvements to the hall were explained and users made suggestions, but much will depend on what can be afforded and the funding that can be raised.
