06/00060/FUL Demolition of existing garage and the erection of disabled persons accommodation (Re-submission of 05/02978/FUL) 60 St Marys Crescent Yeovil Somerset BA21 5RR.  No objection to this extension although this property has already been largely extended.  The hedge along the pavement edge should be reduced to an acceptable height.  We are concerned that the proposed boundary with No. 45 Bucklers Mead Road is low enough not to obstruct the clear view when turning right out of the property, the same applies for the left-hand turn.  Consideration should be given to the boundary with No. 45 enabling the occupier to have sufficient space to open the car door in front of his garage.  While the building works are in progress consideration should be given to traffic and pedestrians using this busy road and a condition should be placed to restrict the hours of construction working.

(a) Provision of dog bins

The Clerk and Mr. Wilding met with Stephen Boarder the Play Area inspector who had requested the provision of a dog bin near to the play area behind Cavalier Close.  Mr. Boarder was concerned that dog litter was being put in the litter bin inside the play area.  Agreed to provide a dog bin for this location.  The dog bins for both Boundary Close and Cavalier Close have been sent to SSDC for installation by the Dog Warden. Cheque in settlement of £364.25p. (£155 each plus VAT) under Financial Matters.

Mr. Wilding had been approached late this afternoon regarding a further request for a dog bin at CavalierWay/Cavalier Close area.  Agreed that is he considered this a suitable location a dog bin to be purchased from the same supplier.

The Chairman was disappointed at the lack of information/leaflets describing the latest proposals.  Reply form to be completed and returned.  Concerned over the lack of amenities including community hall and health care.  Concern over the access for emergency vehicles due to the road width.
