While we recognise that on the amended plans the building is smaller we reiterate our previous comments.  We unanimously object strongly to this application due to the environmental, landscape and wildlife impact on this area.  This building is inappropriate in this location.

(f) Clerks Gratuity Fund – Revised Income Tax provision.

SALC have informed us that following correspondence with HM Revenue & Customs it is now clear that any gratuity paid after 6 April 2006 will no longer be payable completely free of tax (Finance Act 2004) The maximum sum remains set by Local Government Pension Scheme Regulations which are currently under review.

For Gratuities to which the retired Clerk become entitled before 6th April 2006 even though payable in part after that date, only that part accruing after 6th April will be treated as income in the year of payment (Transitional relief).

Resolution:

That this Council, in recognition of the service of the Clerk to date, formally resolves that it will pay the maximum lump sum gratuity in lieu of pension allowed by regulation at the time when the Clerk retires.  The Clerk is authorised to inform HM Revenue & Customs of this decision by forwarding a copy of the relevant Minuted.

This was confirmed and the Clerk authorised to write to the Revenue.  Payment of a Gratuity forms part of the Clerks Contract of Employment dated 26th April 1994 and updated on 26th July 2005 with a Gratuity Fund set up in June 2000.

New Structure for the PCSO Steering Group 

Email from Steve Brewer 2nd February 2006

Please be advised that following a recent decision taken by the funding partners a new structure has been put in place to extend the work of the existing PCSO Steering Group.

As you know the PCSO Steering Group was a continuation of the Neighbourhood Warden Steering Group set up to task and monitor the two funded Wardens operating on the East side of Yeovil.  When the Wardens were replaced by the PCSOs it was an automatic action to continue with the existing structure in supporting the work being carried out in the community.

There are now many more PCSOs operating across the area and although funding is still committed for part funding of two officers it was felt that there was an imbalance to the amount of support given to the whole team.

To this end it has been decided that the existing PCSO Steering Group be disbanded in favour of a new two-tier structure which will strengthen the community focus and allow for a more cohesive overview of what is happening across the entire area.

The Community Safety Area Action Panel on which all of the funding agents are represented will now take on board the overview of the PCSOs working closely with the Police to monitor trends and arrange support where required.

The Community Focus will be enhanced through the arrangement, by the Police teams, of Multi agency Community Surgeries that will take place at strategic locations and times across the area.  This pilot programme will involve the members of the existing Steering Group and be seen as a more active way to involve the community in the issues.

The Chairman of the PCSO Steering Group, Cllr Tony Lock, would like to express his thanks to the team for your support and commitment over the years and ask for your continuing support with the Community Surgeries.

In due course you will be contacted with more detail about the surgeries but if you have any queries in the mean time please let me know.
