Fiveways – Mr Snell declared a personal and prejudicial interest and left the room at 8:50pm after giving a report about the visit some of the Councillors had recently made to the School. The Councillors considered the request to help financially towards the refurbishment of Hydrotherapy Pool. Councillors agreed that they wanted to support the project now and not to consider it in January when annual grants are considered. Various sums of money were tabled, it was concluded that the clerk would present a more detailed account of the Council’s current financial position at the next Parish Meeting on 27th May.

177  REPORTS: 
South Somerset Local Development Framework “Core Strategy Issues and options” pubic consultation – 25th March 2008

Attended by Marie Botham, Alf Hill and myself a two hour session of introduction and group discussions.  This is the beginning of a three to four years process concerning the future development in this area, and its implications.  It would seem that of the 20,000 proposed extra housing (i.e. 20 year), 11,500 should be around the Yeovil area, and this figure may not include the over 2,000, the sum of the present three Key Sites.

The discussion groups were given five headings:- Affordable Housing, Economic Prosperity, Transport & Accessibility, Heath & Well Being, Environmental Qualify.

As we progressed we kept coming back to the problems of imposing more housing around Yeovil with the difficulties which already exist.  When we came together for a short question session, it was obvious we had all been saying the same things.  Some of us had a wry smile as others made suggestions we made in 1996 and onwards! Frankly if this proposal is imposed the problem will be enormous.

Yeovil Crematorium Cemetery Committee Meeting at the Crematorium 16th April 2008

Attended by the Clerk, Alf Hill and myself.  The change of venue was so we could discuss the first item on the agenda – extending the accommodation in the Chapel.  We had looked at the new seating which increased the seating to 90.  We were offered two alternatives to increase the seating further.  Both would cause building work, hence the costs. We chose the simpler of the two, to be costed in more detail for the AGM in July.  Then the funding of this will have to be decided.

We went though the 10 year capital programmes for both sites.  The planned work continues.  The new front gates to the Crematorium are admired.  At the Cemetery the Lodge re-roofing is completed.  Some stonework requires specialist repair work as this is a listed building. (At the April Area South meeting it was agreed to Park area of Yeovil should become a Conservation Area.  This will include the buildings of the Cemetery)

We are to benefit from not having to make a VAT payment for 2007/08.  This will make a difference to the final accounts of about £40,000, of which our 11% will be transferred to our Reserve account.  Discussions about the payment of VAT by authorities such as our are in progress and it may be the rules will be revised.

Following our proposals at the last meeting, Alan Tawse has prepared several alternative ways of calculating the division of payment of the Cemetery Deficit between Yeovil Town, Yeovil Without and Brympton.  At present it is based on history as Brympton only lately joined the Committee.  From this their parishioners benefit from lower burial charges.  The figures of the electorate for 2008 are Yeovil 22,572; Yeovil Without 5,548; and Brympton 5,408.  So on a share basis it would increase Brympton’s share of the costs (The figures will change as our two key sites in our parish and one in Brympton are developed.) Now Brympton Parish Council will discuss the alternatives.

The Committee agreed to continue with the Risk Assessment process of gravestones in the Cemetery.  We also agreed to expenditure to find further investigation into the suitability of the land for burials, including green burials.
