Parish Councillors informed by the Clerk that if cover is required for those over 75 a doctor’s letter is required by the insurance company.

Abbey Community Association – 10th May 2006 (20.00-21.30)

This was an extra meeting which ended up being a full meeting.

There was a lengthy discussion about hiring charges, involving the costs of the Performing Rights Licence.  These are usually included in the hourly rate charged to those hirers who use music.  The Association pays the fee and this has to be reclaimed through the users charges.

We also looked at the proposals for the design of the access ramp to the mezzanine floor and the redesigning of that floor.  These were approved so that new proper drawings can be prepared with costings.  The search for funding will then have to be accelerated.  It is anticipated work will have to be done during the summer holiday when the hall is least used, and the weather warm.  There will be lose of earnings and this will have to be considered.

The next meeting will be the AGM on 14th June 2006.

South Somerset District Council Standards Committee Meeting 3rd May 2006

A DVD from the Standards Board “Going Local”, very good for new and those who do not know how things are done by Standards Committees.  They would like a DVD with more detail for those who have been involved.

A discussion paper on conduct in English Local Government “The Future”.

The Committee asked for forty day time lapses for Councillors to make complaints (a time limit) no indication at what level of councillors i.e. some meetings monthly, three monthly or weekly.  When time started?  “Time when complaint was known or time of indiscretion”

Standards Board recommend three Parish Councillors on Local Standards Committees.

I noted that they made a change of policy after the last meeting to replace one who had finished.  Replacement after next election, to take from next in line from last voting list, which would bring fourth or fifth in voting onto panel.  One new independent member selected on to panel, local JP R Forester.

Working with SALC on standards training to promote a better understanding by councillors.  Two councillors P. Horsington and P. Palmer spoke against “not all Parish Councils belong to SALC.

A very good paper on the roles and responsibilities of councillors and officers on outside bodies.

The Environmental Health Office has checked the building.  Just one problem, tiles around the kitchen sink.  Stan said he would attend to this.

A bin has been purchased from the council for £60 to take away the rubbish every fortnight.

The after schools play group people asked if they could have a container for storage.  They have over 50 children attending and moving the equipment to and fro is proving difficult.  Reverend Ellis pointed out that most halls have storage problems and Birchfield has more storage than most.  The other playgroup said they were going to make a similar request at the next meeting.

The matter will be discussed further at the next meeting.  The council will have to be contacted re planning permission.  Morley pointed out that there would have to be higher rent charges even though the containers would be owned by the playgroups.  Another suggestion was the possibility of building an extension on the side of the building.  The committee members thought it would be too expensive.

Reverend Ellis asked for a vote of thanks to be recorded on the excellent way the committee had performed over the last year.
