(e) Maintenance of Bus Shelters, provision of Litter Bins in Yeovil Marsh 7(e) & Bus Shelter at Hundredstone damage to roof tiles and seat 7(f)(iv)

The Clerk extracted the following attached information from the Parish Council’s Minute Books and it was therefore resolved to repair the tiles and remove the damaged seat.  If complaints were received regarding the lack of seating in the shelter then a “perch” would be installed.  Mrs. Tomsett whose relative Mr. Minty funded the bus shelter requested the seat and this was approved.  Mr. Wood will remove the seat and to liaise with Mrs. Tomsett regarding delivery.

(i) Local Transport Plan 2006-2011 7(f)(iii)

Report from Mr. Wilding as follows:

This document sets out the County Council’s plans for improving all forms of transport across the County for the period 2006-2011.  On this plan is based the amount of funding the Government will provide for “integrated transport schemes” as well as road maintenance.

It set out the problem areas on a “broad brush” basis together with a range of possible solutions.  Most the contents we have heard before and have been updated to reflect the philosophy that is continually being developed in Whitehall.  It is generally all good stuff and there is virtually nothing that we can specifically support or object to in so far as Yeovil Without is concerned.

Review of tendered bus services in South Somerset

This review shows no changes to bus routes serving our Parish.  South Somerset continues to get pretty good levels of support for services in the District.

What is rather more concerning is the review that is taking place by Dorset County Council into the bus routes they support from Yeovil into rural Dorset.  Unfortunately I have no managed to gain access to their actual proposals but I understand that routes from Yeovil to Gillingham, Shaftesbury, Dorchester, Blandford and intermediate villages are under serious threat but no doubt the affected District and Parish Councils will resist any proposals and secure a compromise solution.

A letter has been sent by the South Somerset District Council following consultation with the County Council Road Records Department and the Ordnance Survey to residents at Hillside, Coppitts Rise, Coppitts Hill Farm and Brimsmore Riding Centre informing them that as the Royal Mail postcodes department has their address registered incorrectly with Larkhill Road as the thoroughfare, the only option is to re-register each incorrectly addressed property with the correct thoroughfare, Tintinhull Road and postcode (to be advised).

We are concerned over the financial implications of such changes and letter to be sent to SSDC.
