Strategic Housing Market Assessment Meeting 14th February 2008
A two hour session organised by Fordham Research on behalf of the four district councils in Somerset.  Present, about 13 parish councillors, chaired by Andy Foyne.  The object was to gain our opinions about future housing needs, the problems, present and future.  There has been 32,000 random posted surveys.  The longer the discussion the greater the complications.  I was unable to answer most of the questionnaire.  Our future parish increase of 1500 more dwellings on the two key sites caused stunned silence.  It seems “the thinking” is most increases in housing should be around existing employment areas.  This may explain the suggested 11,500 future extra housing figure.  Following an analysis a draft opinion will be followed by another meeting.

Abbey Community Association – Building Committee 20th February 2008
About two hours working on the figures of the estimates for the proposed building improvements project.  It looks as if the final figure will be lower than the “guestimated” original.  The final figure depends on the estimates being received, which are urgently required by the lottery authorities, and the outcome looks hopeful.  The work should be done during the summer holiday, with the surrounding preparation work being done two weeks beforehand.

After a cupper we went back to our numbered group to prioritise (yellow dots) those indicated by green dots.  I think free green rubbish bags were near the top of my group.  It was agreed by a vote that another meeting will be held to inform us of the outcome.  I believe most of those attending came from Yeovil.
