Halifax Bond Maturity 4th July 2007.  Proposed by Mr. Hill, seconded by Mrs. Botham and unanimously agreed to roll over the total funds including interest for a further 6 months until 4th January 2008.
(c)
Financing of replacement Bus Shelter in Combe Street Lane.  Consideration was given to the quotation from South Somerset District Council for the provision of this bus shelter.  Cantilever, same as previous, £2,517, with half end panels £3,069.  Proposed by Mr. Snell, seconded by Mr. Wilding and unanimously agreed to request the cantilever bus shelter at a cost of £2,517.  Clerk to request SSDC to undertake the purchase and installation of the shelter as previously.

Insurance Renewals 1st June 2007 Additional invoice for additional items.  The additional cost of insuring the 10 bus shelters for a total of £30,000 with a premium of £400.05p. was confirmed and a cheque signed as above. This makes the total insurance for the year so far £1641.31p.

Signature of Annual Accounts and Annual Return and consideration of new Internal Audit requirements
The Annual Accounts and Annual Return were confirmed and signed.  Following the Internal Auditors letter improved budget controls to be instigated.  
REVIEW OF INTERNAL AUDIT

The following was considered, approved and procedures put in place to address these requirements.

The Annual Report for 2006/2007 places emphasis on the requirement of Councils to review the effectiveness of internal audit annually.  Consideration is required as to whether the existing internal audit process is satisfactory and as to reviewing annually the procedures at the same time as the risk assessment and financial risk assessment.

The Internal Auditor for this year Mr. Henry Lovegrove of Accounts & Audit Services Ltd, has undertaken the internal audit and has commented as follows:

The internal audit for 2006/07 has now been completed in accordance with the provisions of the Practitioners’ Guide and the CIPFA code of internal audit practice.

A total of 20 comments or recommendations were made in my comments letter, and I thank for your helpful response to each of them.

Within this figure, I consider 2 areas of concern were sufficiently material to warrant “no” answers in the Annual Audit Report section on your Annual return.  

The report is therefore satisfactory with the exception of the following items:

The annual precept requirement did not result from an adequate budgetary process since large amounts of investment income were not included in the calculation.  The implication is that higher precepts may be set than should be.  Also progress against the budget was not regularly monitored, so overspendings may occur or missed income may not be identified.  The Council will address these issues by including income in the calculation of all future precepts, and by reviewing quarterly expenditure v budget reports with effect from 2007/08.

No formal asset register existed for 2006/07 although assets were listed in the year end statements.  The Council will address this issue by agreeing an Asset Register by 30 June 2007.

Please could you attach a copy of this letter to your Annual Return when you send it to your external auditor.

Training Budget.  14 out of the 15 Parish Councillors attended the SALC Training Evenings at a cost of £20 per person with a discount of 3 for the price of 2, total cost £200.  It was agreed that the training evenings were excellent and all Parish Councillors, if possible, should attend further training for the Code of Conduct to be held in September.  The Clerk attends regular training events organised by SALC and the Society of Local Council Clerks.

REPORTS:

Mr. Bailes – Community Speed Watch 

The meeting was attended by a Mr John Wolff MBE chairman of the South Somerset Community Speed Watch and the Administrator Mr Stuart Hunter, also in attendance was PC Toni Lines and PCSO Adam Gough (the beat team for Brimsmore area), South Somerset District Council will supply funding for the project in the form of a grant. Our set up kit consists of four hi vis tabards, one radar speed gun at a cost of £100, any additional speed guns that are needed can be purchased through self funding of the Elliots drive/Wessex road CSW team, however the cost of the extra speed gun(s) would be around £1800 each this model is slightly more accurate but the cheaper gun is just as suitable for the job it is needed for.

Up to date the CSW teams across South Somerset has helped in catching 1700 motorists who now have convictions against them, this figure breaks down as follows: 485 of the offenders were charged with speeding, 50+ were convicted for failing to wear a seat belt and/or using their mobile phones. 90 people were cautioned for speeding with the possibility of having their case bought to court, 3 people that were stopped were found to be either disqualified and/or driving a stolen vehicle.

The CSW would seek permission from the relevant authorities to put up signs making the drivers aware of the monitoring activity that was being undertaken, the Road Policing Unit will visit the area and assess which stretch of road will be suitable to locate a speed gun, the training will be conducted by the Road Policing Unit which will make the scheme a standard and correctly organized one.
The Parish Council will not have to commit any funding for the project unless they wish to do so. The CSW co-coordinator for the SSDC is Gemma North and the full time sector CSW for the Avon &Somerset Police is PC Andy Blackwell, the Chief Superintendent is also very interested in the scheme.

I have spoke with PCSO Adam Gough who is one of the involved Avon &Somerset Police officers and he has agreed to attend the next council meeting on the 26th June if this is possible. I hope this information will be useful for you.

Mrs Strong – 23 May morning meeting with Tom Greaves, Somerset Highways
Walked and discussed various highway problems through the Parish.  Starting in Yeovil Marsh, the Clerk and I were joined at various stages by Mr. Wilding, Mr. Bailes, and Alf Hill, going through to Combe Street Lane and finally Brimsmore.

Mrs. Strong – 29th May Marston Magna Village Hall (1900-2100) Somerset County Council presentation of its Unitary Bid

Attended by the Clerk, and Councillors Mrs. Kendall, Messrs. Bailes, Bugler, Hill, Wilding and myself.  The meeting was divided into three parts, the presentation and questions arising from it.  Unfortunately the screen presentation failed, but this did not diminish the hard questioning from a very full meeting.  Secondly we divided into groups.  Again questioning with the officers noting these.  Yeovil Without Councillors were in different groups.  There followed a short summing up by the Leader of the County Council and a promise of a rapid response.  This has since been received by the Clerk, and I have read it.  Despite the many pages I do not think all concerns are answered, partly because there are matters that cannot be resolved until it happens.

Because of the need of a quick response to the SALC questionnaire, each of our councillors had a copy and filled in their opinions.  I compiled these the following day for the Clerk to countersign, so as to hand it to Peter Lacey at the SALC Training Evening on 31st May.  The following is a summary of our Councillors views (there were three headings, Headline Views, Reasons, minority views):-

Unitary Somerset too large to administer

Loss of personal touch for parishioners, not reactive to local views and commitments.

Not convinced by the 2% limit on the increase of Council Tax.

Timing for 2008 elections too soon to prepare for delivery up to the council standard of service.

(Minority) Cost of administration of such large sums of money

Concern the cost of care will increase

Concern that such a large unitary will lose some freedom by being liable to direct Government pressure.

Mrs. Strong – 31st May at Seavington Village Hall – SALC training for Parish Councillors – 3 hour session.

Attended by Mrs. Kendall, Alf Hill, Mr. Wilding and myself.  This was a brilliant evening, well presented with time for questions after each section.  Each attending councillor received a file which laid out the training programme.  The remaining parish councillors are due to attend on 25th June at West Camel.

Mrs. Strong – 6th June Area South Meeting

A longer meeting than usual lasting almost six hours, due to three presentations of developments and improvements with Yeovil – the extension of the Quedam shopping area, Market Street, and enhancement of Princes Street.  Followed by other South Area business, planning applications did not begin until after 4.30p.m.  Several of those were controversial and complicated.  As usual Yeovil Without was last.  At the beginning I managed to “tag” on to a comment by Brympton about PCSO’s and our difficulty for the past year in gaining an answer to Yeovil Without’s contribution.
Mrs. Strong 7th June South Somerset Together – Annual General Meeting

Attend by the Clerk and myself.  Mr. Fife was re-appointed Chairman, followed by a resume of key successes 2006/07 and priorities for 2007/08, followed by some questions.  The meat of the meeting was a debate on the County Council’s unitary bid, with County and District Officers, and others representing their respective authorities, facing each other.  Much had been aired before but there were clearer explanations than at previous meetings.  The questions came from a wide range of parishes, but still it seems much will not be known until “afterwards”.

At the end of the meeting we were asked to fill in a questionnaire, numbering one as the most important, to a series of statements covering whether one council would be better or worse, which I found particularly difficult.

Mrs. Strong 11th June South Area Meeting of SALC at Queen Camel Village Hall

Attended by the Clerk, Mr. Wilding and myself.

Peter Seib was elected Chairman again, although as a District Councillor he has to declare an interest.  Representatives to the County Committee were elected.  This chairman undertook to be a telephone link for parishes concerning administration of planning services.  Under Secretaries notices Peter Lacey advised of the forthcoming planning White Paper and still some difficulties in finalising the Clerk’s salary paper.
Again the meeting was dominated by the County’s unitary bid as councillors vented their anxieties and dissatisfaction with the process.  Peter Lacey explained where possible.  It may well be that County would re-arrange the boundaries of the Somerset Areas.  As the last speaker said “Parish Councils will be the ones who will have to make it work”. 

Peter Lacey explained where the Model Code of Conduct affects parish councils, we need to adopt this before 1st October so that one public announcement can be made to cover all.  We can expect a training session September/October this year.

Under Open Forum two matters were aired, the problems of No Smoking notices in bus shelters, vandalism and how frequently they should be replaced.  Also how publicans can be “encouraged” to join Pub Watch.  Finally a council’s problem about insurance cover of local amateur dramatic (using their village hall) and the necessary vetting of those working with the young.  Basically they had no powers to do so, advice was not to do so.

The next meeting will be the Annual meeting at Barrington Village Hall on 29th September 11 a.m. to 4 p.m.

Mrs. Strong – 13th June Abbey Community Association AGM

The usual business of an AGM with accounts and re-election of officers.  This Committee is made up of representatives of users of this hall.  Sadly only a few were present.  The hall has been inspected by the Fire Ser5vice, mostly satisfactory subject to certain requirements, and a certificate was issued.  Other matters covered were hire charges and the care and upkeep of the hall.

Much of the meeting was taken up with an explanation of the process of applying for funding towards the cost of improvements.  This is complicated and time consuming.  The meeting approved further discussions with a named builder to assess costs and the most suitable equipment.  This is a large project with many other small works and the complications that come with the groups of young people who use the hall.  The biggest challenge will be to raise the required amount to match the grants.

Prior to this meeting on 7th May I attended a building group meeting.  A long meeting to go through the process of preparation to submit applications for grants and the order in which it needs to be done.  This group is small, coping with business of planning and building improvements.

Dinah Cheek, The Clerk - Community Development Officer and Dispersal Order

The Clerk reported that the new Community Development Officer at South Somerset District Council is Natalie Ross.
