The non compliance with regard to the allotment throughout the time Mr. Spinner has had the allotment (1998) whereby it has not been cultivated and is in arrears of rent for more than forty days and as there is a waiting list of 3 Parishioners and 2 non Parishioners the Clerk requested approval to re let the allotment.  Mr. Lock implied that this was incorrect and that he had agreed with Mr. Spinner to sort the matter out but had not attended the meeting on 24th April. The Clerk was instructed by the Parish Council to write a further letter to Mr. Spinner.
